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In November 2008, a Ribbon Cutting & Open House was held to celebrate 

the new Kids On The Move Lehi Satellite Center, located on the campus of 

Snow Springs Elementary School in west Lehi. This project was made 

possible after receiving the inaugural Utah Benefits Award of $100,000 

from Humana of Utah and support from the NuSkin Force For Good 

Foundation, the Alpine School District and George S. & Dolores Doré 

Eccles Foundation.  

 

Since opening in January 2009, the Satellite Center has seen a steady 

increase in the number of classes held and individuals attending the center. 

Currently, five daytime playgroup classes meet (Tues-Wed-Thursday); 

several parent education activities in the evenings are held regularly; several 

Summer classes were held and in addition, the Alpine School District has 

started a pre-school class from 9-3 on Mondays and Fridays. Plans are 

underway for an Eagle Scout and volunteers to build a playground at the 

facility.

Early Head Start Expansion  

In November 2009, the Early Head Start (EHS) program was successful in 

obtaining an expansion grant, in cooperation with Centro de la Familia, to 

increase from serving a maximum of 64 children at any one time to an 

increase of 164ðmore than doubling the program. This expansion is the 

only increase since first receiving the original grant in 1998. Eight new staff 

were hired to serve the additional families, a new classroom at KOTM and 

new classes in Genola were opened as well. 

 

Families eligible for EHS are currently served through either a home based 

option, which includes weekly home visits, or a center-based option with 

full -day services for children if parents are working or in school. Other 

services offered include: 

 

Discovery Groupsðbi-monthly classes where parents learn together and 

play with their EHS child along with other families in the program. 

 

F.A.C.T. Activitiesð(Fathers and Children Together) classes and social 

interactions for dads & fathers only! 

 

Parent Education Classesðrotating topics include family literacy, finances, 

health & safety, nutrition, creating a resumé and more. 

Baby Steps is a grant funded by the Utah Department of Work & Family Life Office of Child Care. It 

provides for an on-site Infant/Toddler Specialist who offers support to over 25 Child Care Centers in Utah 

County and the southern part of the state in their infant/toddler rooms. 

A series of six-week courses for couples with stepchildren. This is a grant from Utah State University and 

the U.S. Dept. of Health and Human Services, Administration for Children and Families. Last year we 

served 48 couples who learned about financial issues, step-parenting skills, child/adolescent development, 

and helping children adjust.

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GROWING STAFF AND  SERVICES  

Early Intervention Services  

Early Intervention services are designed primarily to teach parents strategies that will 

promote their childôs development in the course of their daily family life. This approach has 

been shown to bring the best developmental gains in children who have a disability or delay 

in development. KOTM serves all children determined eligible in our service area ï there 

are no waiting lists. Because Utah County is a high growth county, the number of children 

served in the Kids On The Move program continues to expand. Our December 2009 

enrollment of 575 children is 69 children higher than a year ago. A quick summary of the 

services we offer includes: 

Home VisitingðEvery child receives some services in the home. These services may be 

offered by a variety of professionals, based on the child and family needs, including 

Physical, Occupational, and Speech Therapy, as well as visits by Early Childhood 

Special Educators. 

Parent-Child PlaygroupsτA variety of playgroups are designed to meet specific 

developmental needs that cannot be adequately met in the home, including special 

classes for children with autism, feeding and behavior problems, need for social 

interaction and peer modeling, etc.   

Transition PlaygroupsτSpecially designed groups to prepare a child for transition to 

community preschool services at age three. 

Parent SeminarsτA variety of daytime and evening classes just for parents which 

address a variety of topics that families have requested, including how language 

develops, social emotional play therapy, etc. 

Therapeutic Riding ClassτA collaboration with Courage Reins Therapeutic Horseback 

Riding Center has allowed us to design a class especially for two year olds for 

whom horseback riding provides special gains in development. 
 

Kids On The Move is continually looking for ways to improve services to families. In 2009, 

the following services were added: 

Clinical Social WorkτWe now provide group, family, couples, and individual therapy to 

address a variety of family and personal issues, running the range from handling 

stress, coping with grief, dealing with marital problems, and a host of other social-

emotional problems.   

Expanded Parent SeminarsτNew topics offered in Spring 2010 include Strengthening 

Marriage, Managing Difficult Child Behaviors, Advocating for a Special Needs 

Child, and Money Management.   

Autism Support GroupτThis support group is facilitated by a social worker, and is 

open to any families of young children with autism throughout Utah County.  

Kids On The Move has a belief in and history of serving as a catalyst for collaboration in our community: 
 

In addition to partnerships with Centro de la Familia de Utah, Utah State University, Courage Reins, Alpine School District, The Utah 
Office of Child Care, and others mentioned previously in this report, Kids On The Move continues to develop partnerships with 
community organizations that have a similar mission and goals to support young children and families.

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Funding Sources  

Approximately 90% of Kids On The Moveôs budget is funded by 

government grants. The Early Intervention  program is funded by 

the Utah Department of Health Baby Watch program. Early Head 

Start is funded through a grant from the federal Office of Early 

Head Start. The remaining portion of the budget is funded by 

private donations from individuals, corporations, foundations, 

fundraising event proceeds and a small number of parent fees. 

 

Without this additional funding from private sources, our quality 

of services and the people we help would suffer. It is critical that 

we continue to raise approximately $200,000 each year to meet the 

demand for these vital services. 
 

Legacy Fund  

Together, we have managed to raise $2 million over the past five 

years, which is currently invested in our Legacy Fund 

(endowment). We continue to strive to reach our $3 million goal 

by June 30, 2011. This will give our organization added stability to 

ride fluctuations in the economy and with possible future funding 

sources.

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Family Activities  

 

Early Head Start families went on a field trip to the Monte L. Bean Life Science Museum at 

BYU in September of 2008.  After a picnic lunch families explored the museum and learned 

about a variety of animals both in our community and from around the world.  Children were 

delighted by the reptile show where they had the opportunity to see and touch live snakes and 

other reptiles.  This event also helped Early Head Start families identify and utilize resources 

in their community for fun and cost effective family activities. 
 

Parents were pampered in 2009. To go along with our theme in February of stress 

management parents had the opportunity to participate in a relaxation retreat.  During this event parents of Early Head Start 

children received training on how to appropriately manage stress in their lives. They also benefited from a variety of free spa 

services such as manicures, massages, and haircuts.  Parents also went home with a gift bag filled with donated hygiene products 

such as shampoos, lotions, and tooth paste so the pampering could 

continue at home. 
 

Policy Council Elections and the Baby Buck Auctions were 

highlights for parents in 2008 and 2009.  Parents participated in 

program governance as they elected new members to the Policy 

Council.  After voting took place parents used incentive points (baby 

bucks) which they earned through program participation to bid a new 

donated items such as diapers, clothing, toys, computers, and 

furniture.  Mark Brian our professional auctioneer who donates his 

services makes the day exciting and memorable for everyone 

involved.
